Put the motorcycle on a central stand. Make sure, that surface is solid and flat.
Remove the Akrapovi€ Slip-On exhaust system off the motorcycle in reverse order, from the order in which it was

installed; check the Slip-On exhaust system installation manual for details.
Unscrew marked bolts, unpin marked pins and carefully remove plastic cowlings on both sides off the motorcycle
(Figure 1, 2).

4. Unscrew lambda sensors and connection clamps on both sides of the motorcycle.
5. Unscrew marked bracket bolts on both sides of the motorcycle and carefully remove stock collector off the motorcycle
(Figure 3, 4).

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INSTALLATION OF THE AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEM:

1. Install clamps from Akrapovi¢ installation kit onto the link pipe as shown (Figure 5).

2. Tighten both lambda sensors into the link pipe (Figure 6).

3. Slide the link pipe onto the collectors and only hand tighten connection clamps on both sides (Figure 7).

N INSTALLATION TIP: coat the interior side of the input bushes of the titanium link pipe with Akrapovié
ceramic anti-seizing grease (white tube).

4. Install the two Akrapovi¢ press on nuts from Akrapovic¢ installation kit on the muffler. (Figure 8).

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Position the muffler correctly and slide it onto the outlet of the link pipe. Align the muffler in respect to the motorcycle
and tighten the muffler bracket to the carbon fibre bracket using bolt, washers and nut from Akrapovic¢ installation kit.
Fix the muffler connection to the link pipe by adding Akrapovi¢ springs, as shown (Figure 9).

IMPORTANT: be careful not to damage the muffler or any other part of the motorcycle during this process!

Prepare Akrapovi¢ carbon fiber heat shield to be mounted on the muffler, using Akrapovi¢ bolts and heat
resistant washers (Figure 10).

INSTALLATION TIP: screw the heat resistant washers onto the bolts; do not try to push them on!

CAUTION: make sure to place the bigger heat resistant washers between the muffler and carbon fiber heat
shield and smaller washers between bolts’ heads and heat shield!

Place the heat shield over the muffler - link pipe connection and tighten all the heat shield bolts, as
shown (Figure 11).

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Final installation:

Clean grease spots:

a. Muffler — titanium outer sleeve: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant
(WD-40 or equivalent).

b. Muffler — carbon-fiber outer sleeve: use a soft dry cloth.

c. Muffler — carbon-fiber outlet cap: use a soft dry cloth.

d. Stainless steel pipes: use a soft cloth sprayed with a contact cleaner, then wipe with a
soft dry cloth.

e. Chrome plated parts: use a soft dry cloth.

f. Titanium pipes: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant
(WD-40 or equivalent).

Cleaning will prevent spots from burning onto the surface. Do not use aggressive chemical cleaners,

because they can damage the sticker.

!  WARNING: make sure all the bolts are sufficiently tightened. In case the exhaust system touches
the cowling or other parts repeat the adjustment of the exhaust system or contact your authorized
dealer.

! WARNING: after running engine for 30 minutes, retighten the bolts of the Akrapovic carbon-fiber
heat shield!

IT IS NORMAL IF WHITE SMOKE COMES OUT OF THE MUFFLER ON FIRST OPERATION.

DO NOT STAND BEHIND THE MUFFLER ON FIRST OPERATION.

DO NOT USE AUTOMOTIVE WHEEL CLEANERS OR ANY CLEANING PRODUCTS WHICH
CONTAIN ACIDIC ADDITIVES TO CLEAN AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEMS.

MAINTENANCE OF THE AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEM:

1. Clean the titanium exhaust components with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40 or equivalent),
carbon fiber exhaust components with soft and dry cloth and stainless steel components with soft cloth
sprayed with contact cleaner, then wipe with soft and dry cloth. A change in the color of the exhaust
system is normal due to the high temperatures.

2. Periodically make sure all the bolts and springs are sufficiently tight.

WARNING:

Please note that certain aftermarket exhaust systems may not comply with applicable California laws and
regulations, and may therefore be prohibited for use on California highways or roads, or on roads or vehicles
otherwise subject to emissions control requirements.

Akrapovi¢ exhaust systems for automobiles and motorcycles mounted downstream of the catalytic converter (also
known as “cat-back systems”) are considered “replacement parts” in California by the California Air Resources
Board (CARB), and do not require an exemption or executive order from CARB to be sold in California. However,
California prohibits the use of any aftermarket exhaust system that modifies, removes or replaces original
equipment catalysts, unless CARB has issued an Executive Order as to such part or system.

Further, Akrapovi¢ parts or exhaust systems used or intended for use on “racing vehicles” (i.e. a competition
vehicle used exclusively for competition on closed-course circuits) do not require an exemption or Executive
Order from CARB to be sold in California. However, such parts are prohibited from use on California public
highways or roads, even if occasionally used “off-road.”
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
